Audio recordings given to speakers

Someone who speaks during a church service may be given an audio file of his/her talk and the introduction of the speaker.  No other content from the rest of the service may be given to the speaker in an audio file.  

Rebroadcasting from audio recordings

The audio recordings of sermons given during church services may not be played publicly without the speaker’s prior written consent.  Audio recordings of the parts of the service other than the sermon may not be rebroadcast.  “Rebroadcasting” includes playing the recording in a public place and making the audio available on the Internet and radio.  “Sermon” refers to the primary talk given by a minister, guest speaker, staff, church leader, or volunteer.

If the speaker consents to having the audio rebroadcast, we ask that the broadcaster acknowledge the recording was made at Edmonds Unitarian Universalist Church.  
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
